Minutes of the May Annual Meeting of Stockton Parish Council 
Held in Stockton Village Hall at 7.40pm on 17th June 2024.

The Chair noted that the Council meeting is inquorate therefore the meeting cannot take place, and therefore no decisions can be made.

The Chair invited the principal authorities member Cllr.A.Crump to give his report to those in attendance

Cllr.Crump noted that the result of the WFRS consultation means that there will be 5 stations in the district on call with guaranteed contracted hours for the firefighters, and that Southam is one of those 5. During daylight hours Southam  will be fully staffed and district wide there will be a guaranteed 14 pumps available, and at nighttime there will be 13 pumps available.
Cllr.Crump noted that with regard to the parking on the green at the top of George Street, Orbit Housing Association still insists that this green are does not belong to them and therefore they are not responsible, even though all residents believe that iyt does belong to Orbit.
Cllr.Crump noted that in the coming year a further area of verge in George Street will have a grasscrete surface like the first area.
Cllr.Crump noted that the problems with work on the hill  is due to the National Grid, and hopes that it will be resolved soon.
Cllr. Crump noted that there is a Playing Fields Fund that can be accessed for community developments of these fields.
