Election of Chairman of Stockton Parish Council for the year 2016 - 2017
It was proposed by Cllr.Banham and seconded by Cllr.Emberton that Cllr. Collerson be nominated as Chairman – there being no further nomination Cllr.Collerson was elected unopposed as Chairman of Stockton Parish Council for the year 2016 - 2017
Acceptance of Office of Chairman Stockton Parish Council
Cllr.Collerson signed his acceptance of office in the presence of the Proper Officer of Stockton Parish Council.
Election of Vice Chairman of Stockton Parish Council for the year 2016 - 2017
It was proposed by Cllr.Emberton and seconded by Cllr.Millidge that Cllr. Banham be nominated as Vice Chairman – there being no further nomination Cllr.Banham was elected unopposed as Vice Chairman of Stockton Parish Council for the year 2016 - 2017
Acceptance of Office of Vice Chairman Stockton Parish Council
Cllr.Banham signed his acceptance of office in the presence of the Proper Officer of Stockton Parish Council.
Villager of the Year
The Chairman noted that this year there were 4 nominations as follows:-
Mr.P.Scott for all his voluntary work on behalf of the Nelson Club
The 4 Ladies ( H.Kittendorf, W.Rumsey, I Harkins and) who provide afternoon teas in the village hall for anyone who wishes to attend.
R&S Flegg for their daily litter pick around the village
Mrs.I. Harkins for her work in Stockton over a large number of years as amongst other things a school governor, a valued member of those who assist the Nelson Club, and various other organisations in Stockton.
The Chairman further noted that it is good to see more than one nomination for the award, and announced that the Parish Council has chosen Mrs. Harkins as the recipient, and the Chairman then made the presentation.
Open Forum
Joanne Ellson, Paul Hawksworth and a representative of Orbit Housing Association then made a presentation regarding Orbit Housing plans to replace the 4 flats at 40 George Street with a total of 5 dwellings with 2 parking spaces per dwelling, and the removal of the garages at the top of Elm Row/George Street and replacing them by 4 dwellings.
Discussion took place and it was stated by the Orbit representative that of the garages currently 8 are in use, but 5 will be accommodated with other garages in Elm Row, according to a criteria scale, with the other 3 not being offered garages. During the discussions it was apparent that those with garages were unhappy with the proposal for no garages available for all current users. With regard to the 5 dwellings on the site of 4 flats, Mr.Kittendorf noted that Orbit has received monies from Stratford District Council to repair the other flats at 70 George Street and asking when they were going to be repaired, the Orbit representative indicated that these were to be done in the future.
With regard to the potential flooding issue at the garage site when it rains Ms.Ellson indicated that this was an engineering problem and should be solved.
The Orbit Housing representative in reply to a direct question on the street lighting at the site indicated that the housing associated will pay for the lighting (construction and ongoing running costs) and also the maintenance of the lights.
It was further noted that there will be a public consultation by Orbit Housing on both sites on 1st June in Stockton Village Hall from 7.00pm.

Petanque Club: Cllr.Emberton asked what progress if any has been in respect of permission from Cemex for the petanque club to move to the sports field. The Clerk in reply noted that the matter was with Fisher German and it appears that there will be no objection, but a formal reply is awaited.

a. New Planning Applications 
Former road chipping store adjacent to Daventry Road Southam: Change of use of land from redundant highway to an emergency stopping place (transit provision) for up to 12 touring caravans and towing vehicles (Renewal of application SDC/13CC021) – The original response from the Council is still valid
Land at Green Farm, Napton Road: Pre application consultation for a proposed base station at Green Farm – Although this is not a formal application the Parish Council studied the proposals and had no objections to make.

16/00596/COUO, Stockton Hall Court: Prior notification for change of use of a B1a office building to 5 no. C3 dwelling houses under Class O – Permission refused
14/00240/FUL, Land off Sycamore Close; Erection of 79 dwellings and associated works – Appeal withdrawn
16/00646/ADV, Allotments, Napton Road: 2 X V advertisement sign, and 4 X flag advertisements – Permission granted
16/00605/FUl, Barley Mow: Retrospective for fixed hoop ladders and guard rails – Permission granted

Correspondence and Reports
N.Tunnicliffer, 1 High Street: Revised site plan drawings have been received pointing out that this will now alleviate the problem of access/egress to the site with cars parked on Mount Pleasant. The Parish Council reviewed them and it is still unclear to the Council that this will solve the problem but that it will be a matter for the highways authority to resolve once a formal planning application has been received. The Clerk was instructed to write asking whether the drawing means that the hedge will be taken back and the pavement widened.

Village mowing: It was noted that the playing field needs to be mowed; the Clerk is to contact D.Stanley. It was also determined to ask D.Stanley to mow the other filed at Jubilee Close.
Bins: It was noted that a new bin is required for the playing field; the Clerk is to order, and contact Street Scene (Chris Dobson) at the District Council regarding the emptying of the playing field bin.
Memorial Field: the field needs to be sprayed off, levelled and turfed, it was agreed that the financial regulations could be suspended to allow further negotiations with local contractors.
50 mph signs at the Napton/Stockton road: It was noted that these signs have been blacked out; the Clerk is to contact P.Byrne.
Barley Mow Light: The Clerk will contact ABB asking when the light will be put in place.

Other Issues
Parking: It was noted that a van is parking on the pavement in St.Michael's Crescent causing pedestrians (especially those with pushchairs) to walk in the road, the Chairman will inspect and contact the police.
Stockton Crossroads: Cllr.Warner noted that he accesses the crossroads on a daily basis and has noticed there are 2 -3 near misses each month, and with the extra traffic from the Long Itchington developments this will get worse. Something must be done although the Chairman noted that the highways authority concluded that there will be minimal extra traffic at the crossroads from these developments. It was noted that the grass at the crossroads is long and the Clerk is to contact P.Byrne.
