Open Forum
There were issues raised under open forum.

County Council Issues
The Chairman brought agenda item 20 forward to facilitate County Cllr Crump
Cllr.Crump noted that at the last Community Forum meeting the police forum identified two issues that the public needed to be aware of :-
a. An app that can effectively clone contactless cards and remove up to £30 without the card owner being aware.
b.  An app that can facilitate the opening of car doors without a key for theft purposes
Cllr.Crump also noted that the County Council is raising Cllr. allowances. The speed limit on the Southam to Shuckborough road will be 50mph, and that the MP for Warwick has resigned.
There being no further issues the Chairman thanked Cllr.Crump for his attendance and report and Cllr.Crump left the meeting.

Minutes of the meetings held on the 19th February 2018
These minutes having been previously circulated, it was proposed by Cllr. Emberton and seconded by Cllr.Kittendorf that they be accepted as a true record - This motion was unanimously agreed.

Matters arising from the minutes of the 19th February 2017
Orbit Housing Assoc.; Ms. Siani of the housing association sent a letter to the Chairman regarding Parish Council concerns about the ability of villagers in need of housing being able to  gain the tenancy of one of the new dwellings proposed by the housing association. This letter explains the criteria followed by the housing association and Stratford on Avon District Council regarding the occupancy of dwellings, and this letter will be printed in the parish magazine in the coming months.
Casual vacancy: the Clerk will commence the formal procedure to fill the vacancy left by Cllr. Bonham’s resignation.
New Arrivals: The new arrivals will be welcomed by church organisations on 12th May 2018.

Countrywide Stores
After discussion of the closure of Countrywide Stores and the possibility that it may be sold for development, it was unanimously agreed that the Parish Council should attempt to get the frontage listed; the Chairman will commence this process.

Financial Matters
It was proposed by Cllr.Millidge and seconded by Cllr.Warner that all invoices shown in the March 2018 Agenda Appendix 1 be paid - This motion was unanimously agreed.

Correspondence and Reports
L.Liggins: The Parish Council read Ms.Liggins letter regarding the dog waste on the base of the old bin at the playing field, and the Clerk was instructed to get this cleaned up by a proper process and then the base to removed. A letter is to be sent acknowledging Ms.Liggins letter and informing her that the matter will be dealt with.

Finance & Strategy Group
Bank signatories: It was unanimously agreed that Cllr.Emberton be added to the bank mandate for cheque signatories, the Clerk will facilitate this.

Amenity Group
Playing Field: Cllr.Millidge noted that one of the bins on the play area is permanently open should be removed, the Clerk will instruct M.Childs.
Bin o/s school on the green: Cllr.Rumsey noted that this too is permanently open and the Clerk will ask M.Childs to investigate and determine whether it can be locked, and if necessary can we get a key to lock it.
Concrete play area: Cllr.Rumsey asked whether M.Childs could spray the area with growth suppressant, and it was agreed that the Clerk should facilitate.
Cemetery Mowing: Cllr.Millidge read D.Stanley’s quote for cemetery mowing and it was agreed that this be accepted, and that G.Farmer be asked to revise his quote to reflect the omission of the cemetery mowing.
After discussion it was unanimously agreed that D.Cooper be asked to trim the playing field hedges as soon as practicable.

Correspondence not passed to Action Group
 There were no outstanding items.

Ongoing References
Community Forum: The Chairman and Cllr Emberton attended and found that the meeting was dominated by HS2 which was of little interest, but it was noted that they have started design work now, with site access from March 19. The police listed their three priorities, Rural crime patrols, Crime prevention, and Anti-social behaviour. The Chairman gave details of the signal booster that can be utilised with an app to facilitate the theft of high performance vehicles. The Chairman also noted that there is now a speed watch scheme which is one step down from enforcement.
Street Lighting: The Clerk is to contact S.Townson to enquire about the power isolation to allow further changes to be mad to existing lighting.
Potholes in Napton Road: The Chairman has contacted Taylor Wimpey regarding these potholes but to date has had no reply.
