 17/02963/FUL, Green farm, Napton Road: Conversion of existing agricultural
barn into a residential unit, alterations to exterior of building an associated landscaping
17/02633/FUL, Disused garages, St.Michael’s Crescent: Replacement of 10 disused garages with single storey dwelling accessed off St Michaels Crescent- Application withdrawn. Although the application was withdrawn the Clerk gave a presentation including an email from the developer regarding the way that the developer wishes to proceed with access to the development and the future ownership of the land that the right of way will occupy.

Amenity Group
Mowing: Cllr.Millidge now has the village grass mowing contract ready to be sent to three contractors for quotes.

Correspondence not passed to Action Group
 There were no outstanding items.

Ongoing References
Parish Paths: The Chairman will arrange for the division of all the village footpaths and give this map to all Cllrs for action.
Website: Cllr.Emberton noted that the website was down for a couple of weeks, this was due to the District Council not informing Hugo Fox regarding technical support for the .gov.uk domain name, the matter has now been resolved and the website now operating properly.
Playing Field: It was noted that we are now experiencing an increase in vandalism at the playing field and Cllr.Banham read an email from the Chairman pointing that the latest vandalism act has been reported to the police and a crime number given. County Cllr.Crump added that the Parish Council should bring this to the attention of the PCC P.Seccombe. It was further decided that the mound on the playing field should be cleared to allow greater visibility and the Clerk will instruct the contractor. It was also decided that a letter be sent to the school asking for parents to consider setting up a new playing field committee to look at ways of improving the facilities and pointing out that a budget for this could well be in place.

Additions and Removals to Ongoing References
There were no additions or removals to ongoing references.

Parish Council Calendar Actions
Monthly budget monitoring: This was shown and found to be in line with the budget.
Audit of street light: It was noted that all street lights are functioning properly
Check grit bins: It was noted that all grit bins are full.

Cemetery matters.
After discussion it was decided that the request for the interment of a non resident of Stockton be refused.

Highways matters
Cllr.Warner noted that the Highways Department response to the latest diversion on the Rugby Road was appallingly bad; the County Council website did not make it clear where the diversion was and in response to his query directly to the County Council it was obvious that they relied on the bus drivers knowing where the diversion was. The County Council was in effect blaming Stagecoach for the problem with Stagecoach in turn blaming the County Council. There was also no notification of the Catterals shuttle bus timetable therefore villagers were left stranded. County Cllr.Crump will make sure the County Council knows where Stockton/Southam/Napton is, and Cllr.Warner will send all his documentation to Cllr.Crump for forwarding to the County Council.
