Open Forum
There were no issues raised under open forum.

Acceptance of Apologies from Parish Councillors
It was proposed by Cllr.Millidge and seconded by Cllr.Kittendorf that these apologies be accepted - This motion was unanimously agreed.

Declarations of Interest
There were no Declarations of Interest.

Minutes of the meetings held on the 17th July 2017
These minutes having been previously circulated, it was proposed by Cllr. Millidge and seconded by Cllr.Warner that they be accepted as true records - This motion was unanimously agreed.

Matters arising from the minutes of the 17th July 2017
Cemex Quarry Liaison meeting: The Chairman pointed out that work on the A426 tunnel vision splays has now been started and when they are complete the tunnelling itself will commence. This tunnelling utilises a continuous process therefore there will be working through the night until it is completed.
The planners at Cemex are investigating whether the quarry can be utilised to dispose of some HS2 waste soil. It is envisaged that this soil will arrive at Rugby by train and move from Rugby to Long Itchington as the return load for the clay delivery lorries, thus making no extra traffic on the roads.
Cllr.Warner noted that there was a lot of mud on the road at one time and when he contacted Cemex, they were helpful in putting sweeper lorries on the road, and gave details of the site contractor who can help with queries or complaints.

There were no further issues arising from the minutes.

Planning Matters: -
a. New Planning Applications  
17/02287/LBC, Springholme, Napton Road: Conversion of 2 existing barns to form 3 residential units - No representation.
In arriving at this decision the Parish Council is aware of the number of dwellings laid down in the Stratford on Avon District Council Core Strategy until the year 2031, but would rather see the derelict barns involved sympathetically developed.


b. Planning Decisions by District Council or County Council
17/01276/OUT, 4 Becks Close: Outline application for a dwelling including access with all other matters reserved – Application Withdrawn
17/01595/FUL, 1 Greaves Cottages: Proposed two storey side extension to existing dwelling – Permission granted
17/00523/FUL, Kings House: Change of use of main house and two storey outbuilding from residential accommodation (Class C3) to office use (Class B!) and 29 parking spaces - Permission granted
17/00925/FUL, 1 High Street: Demolition of existing bungalow and erection of 5 new dwellings including access, parking and garaging – Permission granted

Financial Matters
It was proposed by Cllr.Kittendorf and seconded by Cllr.Millidge that all invoices shown in the August 2017 Agenda Appendix 1 be paid - This motion was unanimously agreed.

Correspondence and Reports
Stockton PCC: Support Funding request.

Support for an annual service of the clock. After discussion it was proposed by Cllr.Millidge and seconded by Cllr.Collerson that the Parish Council meets the cost of an annual maintenance for the public clock in the church tower. The Clerk is to contact Smiths of Derby to arrange this - This motion was unanimously agreed.

To consider mowing of the churchyard. After discussion it was proposed by Cllr.Collerson and seconded by Cllr.Warner that the Parish Council give a grant to the PCC of £400 for churchyard mowing- This motion was unanimously agreed.

Finance & Strategy Group
There were no items for discussion

Amenity Group
Playing Field: Cllr.Millidge carried out another inspection of the playing field last week and found that the play equipment was in relatively good repair. 
It was noted that the seat below the shelter has been vandalised again and the Parish Council indicated that it is not minded to spend more money on the vandalised seat. The Chairman will put a comment in Stockton’s News giving reasons for this.

Correspondence not passed to Action Group
 There were no outstanding items.

Ongoing References
Community Forum.: It was noted that the next meeting is on 13th September and the Chairman has asked that pavement and junction parking be added to the agenda
Parish paths: The Chairman noted that has the link to a new website for parish paths repairs to be reported and all notices of faults to be sent to the Chair.
Street Lighting: The Chairman and Clerk will look for alternative providers.
Housing Development: Chmn gave notice that he is trying to set up a site meeting with Taylor Wimpey, the Highways Authority, Cemex, and the Parish Council to look at the verges issues. County Cllr.A.Crump indicated that he would be interested in attending this meeting
Southam Road signs: Cllr.Warner noted that FBR or FRB has been sprayed on the signs, and asked does it mean anything; the Clerk will contact the highways department to ascertain meaning.

Additions and Removals to Ongoing References
There were no additions or removals to ongoing references.

Parish Council Calendar Actions
Monthly budget monitoring: This was shown and found to be in line with the budget.
Cemetery and playing field safety audit: See Amenity Group report
Asset Register: It was proposed that the Clock in the church tower be added to the register (Clerk to check with the insurance cover)
Audit of grass Cutting: It was noted that the grass has been cut to an acceptable standard by G.Farmer. Cllr. Millidge indicated that given that the mowing season is coming to a close, the Council should have its mowing contract ready to send to contractors by November 2017


Southam Town Council Transport Scheme
Given the lack of response to the article in Stockton’s news, the Clerk is to contact D.Caro of Southam Town Council to ask whether there is any publicity material available.

The Pound
After discussion it was proposed by Cllr.Millidge and seconded by Cllr. Warner that the site be cleared around the fence and adjacent hedge - This motion was unanimously agreed.

Training and Meetings
No training has be undertaken, nor meetings attended

District Council issues
There were no issues for consideration

County Council issues
Kings House: County Cllr. Crump noted that the planning application for Kings House has now been approved. He also noted that with the Core Strategy the Parish Council now has the option of supporting those applications that could bring benefits to Stockton.
Children’s Centre Southam: This issue is ongoing with the centre attempting to expand its remits across all age groups.

Other Issues
[bookmark: _GoBack]Napton Road: Cllr.Warner noted that this road is dangerous for users because the road is collapsing into the verges and if a motorist veers off the road the consequent dip can and often does throw the car into the path of any oncoming traffic, and this is what happened at the last serious accident. After discussion it was agreed that the Clerk contact the highway safety team at the County Council and to Geoff Morris at the highways with copy to Patch Byrne and Cllr.Crump
