Amenity Group
Playing Field: Cllr.Millidge noted that together with the Clerk and Contractor she met with a member of the Neighbourhood Policing Team to discuss security at the field, and as a result it was recommended that a number of bushes at the entrance, and on the mound be removed, together with a conifer at the rear of the children’s play area. The NHP team member also recommended that the hedge at the top of the field be cut back.
It was determined the contractor will remove the bush at the entrance and some of the bushes and bracken on the mound, with the bench at the shelter removed and relocated in the village.
The Clerk is to write to residents of school street reminding them that parking on the village green is not permitted, and point out that it has cost the village a significant amount to repair the greens.
