Update


Incidents

Southam Ward

Incident 82 of 23/01/2017

Burglary – Banbury Road, Southam. New build housing site. Between 20/01 & 23/01 cabin broken into and 3 disc cutters and 2 Wacker plates stolen.

Incident 399 of 27/01/2017

Damage – Coventry Street, Southam. At approximately 23:20 a window was smashed at a residential property at this location.

Incident 84 of 09/02/2017

Burglary – Coventry Road, Southam. Overnight on 08/02 to 09/02 cabin at the new build housing site broken into. Petrol jet washer and 11 fence panels taken.

Incident 121 of 13/02/2017

Damage – School Street, Southam. Between 14:30 – 18:00 hours, VW Scirocco damaged whilst parked in social club car park.

Incident 48 of 15/02/2017

Theft from motor vehicle – Daventry Road, Southam. Lorry parked up in layby had diesel tank siphoned overnight on 14/02 to 15/02.




Long Itchington Ward

This has been unsuccessful. They have then gone onto steal a quantity of diesel having siphoned it from vehicles in the location.

Burglary – Willow Grove, Long Itchington. At 13:50 hours, neighbour disturbed offender in rear garden of residential property at location. Offender made off with nothing believed stolen. Suspicious incident – Station Road, Bishops Itchington. At 11:50 hours, a red Mitsubishi motor vehicle entered farm land at stated location. 2 males with Irish accents were found wondering around the farm buildings by farm owner. Stated they wanted to buy any old batteries.

Incident 95 of 27/01/2017

Theft from motor vehicle - Plough Lane, Bishops Itchington. Ford transit motor vehicle entered overnight between 26/01 and 27/01. Drill, circular saw and jigsaw stolen.

Incident 274 of 07/02/2017

Burglary – Scowcroft Drive, Bishops Itchington. At 18:55 hours, 2 male offenders have entered a residential property at stated location. Once inside they have stolen a quantity of money before being disturbed by the resident.

Incident 131 of 07/02/2017

Damage – St Michaels Close, Bishops Itchington. Overnight between 06/02 and 07/02, offender has Honda Jazz motor vehicle parked on a residential driveway at stated address.

Incident 90 of 07/02/2017

Burglary – Station Road, Harbury. Overnight between 06/02 and 07/02 farm buildings entered and numerous vehicles have had diesel siphoned from them.

Nottingham Knockers - cold calling
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Please be aware a door-to-door sales group known as the Nottingham Knockers have been reported in the Southam area over the recent days. This undoubtedly means they will visiting other areas of Warwickshire. This group are persistent, using pressurised selling methods for cleaning products (as seen above).

3 individuals were stopped and reported for peddling without a license. They also had their goods seized.

If any sales person comes to your door selling any products do not be persuaded to part with money for items you don't need and which are of inferior quality. They often massively overcharge for these products and will come with a background story of how they are trying to turn their lives around. This will normally be accompanied with a poorly made fake pedlar’s license to fool you into thinking they are selling legitimately.

Residents are also advised to use precautionary measures such as a door chain and to ignore callers if they are unsure who it may be. 

To sell on the doorstep a valid pedlars certificate is required (not just id with the person’s photo on). 


Please look out for any vulnerable neighbours that may be an easy target for such unwanted callers. 

If you spot any such doorstep traders, do not answer the door to them and report sightings to the non-emergency police line on 101.


Give burglary a W.I.D.E. berth


W – Window locks
Fit key operated window locks to all downstairs windows, windows that can’t be seen from the street and easily accessible upstairs windows. Locks should conform to BS7950 or EU equivalent.

I – Internal Lights
Table/standard lamps can be placed on timer switches in different rooms around the house. Use them to give the impression the house is occupied.

D – Door locks & bolts
External doors should be fitted with good quality locks which comply with BS3621 or EU equivalent. Remember to use them!

E – External lights/sensors
External lights can be fitted with sensors. Dusk to dawn lights with low energy bulbs can be effective as a deterrent. Use at the front & rear of your home.
